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Introduction

• The year of 2017 will be always remembered in Portugal as the
worst ever since we have records, both in terms of human lives 
lost and of burned area.

• It was caracterized by a long and critical drought throughout the
year and marked by two very bad episodes:
▫ 17 June (65 fatalities and 46 kha)
▫ 15 october (47 fatalities and 210 kha). 
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• Moisture content of pine litter
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• Moisture content of shrubs
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The fire of Pedrogão Grande

• This was the first major disaster that we faced in 2017.

• In a day with T>46ºC and RH<20%, a thunderstorm causing
lightning ignited fires, several fires broke out in Central Portugal.

• Among them we had a complex of five fires that caused 65 deaths
and 46 kha of burned area.
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• The Meteo Institute
analysed with great care
the lightning strikes that
were registered in the
region of the fire

In Between
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The fires of 15/16 October

• On the 15th October during the passage of Ophelia Ciclone in the
Atlantic we had another surge of fires (>500 ignitions).

• Under strong wind and high temperatures in two days more than
200 kha were burned and 47 persons killed.

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• The Large Wildfires
– Wildfires are considered large when the total area affected is equal to or 

greater than 100 ha. 
– Until October 16, 2017, there were 188 fires in this category that burnt 

389780 hectares of forest areas, about 93% of the total area burnt.

Forest fires in Portugal – 2017 (ICNF Report) 
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• Forest fires on the National Protected Area (RNAP)
– Until October 16, 2017, was estimated  which 37332 hectares of forest land was 

burnt in RNAP;
– The most affected protected areas were:

• Natural Park of Serra da Estrela - the largest burnt area (20116 hectares, 
about 22.6% of the total area of the park);

• Serra do Açor;
• Natural Monument of the Portas de Ródão;

– 80% of the “Mata 
Nacional de Leiria”, 
was burnt (10000 to 
11000 ha)
